An Cridhe and the Coll Bunkhouse is located in Arinagour, the main village on
the Isle of Coll. Itis a 15 minute walk from the ferry terminal. There is no public
transport on Coll, should somebody wish to explore the island a car is

recommended, however An Cridhe and the Post Office rent out bikes as well.

The Coll Bunkhouse and An Cridhe are fully accessible, all on one floor and both
have accessible bathrooms available for use. We welcome animals in both
buildings and both spaces are well lit. An Cridhe/Boll Bunkhouse is accessible
via hard packed track although during periods of wet weather this does become
scattered with puddles. Both buildings have ramps on entry. Quiet space is
available in An Cridhe.

Bothy Project is a unique and independent charitable organisation operating in a
set of rural contexts, providing creative residencies in bespoke small-scale, off-
grid spaces to explore creativity, landscape and living simply.

We provide residences for practitioners in visual arts, craft & design, music,
literature and performance, as well as thinkers, researchers and people local to
each bothy. Our residencies are supported by a public programme which
endeavours to share the most interesting and memorable learning generated by
residents through a series of talks, podcasts and posters.

Active in Scotland since 2011, Bothy Project was initiated by artist Bobby Niven
and architect lain MaclLeod, as part of the 2011 RSA Residencies for Scotland
Programme. Since then, we have hosted nearly 400 residencies. Residencies are
currently held at Sweeney's Bothy, a bespoke off-grid building in unique
surroundings on the Isle of Eigg.

Sweeney's Bothy is a modern off-grid, live/work space designed specifically for
artists' residencies. Itis a comfortable and warm space heated by a wood-burning
stove.

Facilities include a library, desk and chair, mezzanine double bed, kitchenette,
wood-burning stove (with hot plate and oven), gas hob, outdoor shower,
composting toilet and renewable energy system (electric and hot water).

The bothy strikes a balance between the priorities for making-thinking-doing and
connecting with the surrounding environment. Facilities at the bothy have been
designed to support residents’ focus and diminish the distractions of digitally
connected life. As such there is no Wi-Fi and limited power and phone signal at
the bothy.

The intention of the Colstoun Artist Residency is to offer a true, solitary escape for
artists in Scotland'’s longest inhabited home and the surrounding rural beauty.
Open to all, with a commitment to hosting artists from all stages of career; the
space and freedom to detach and immerse will provide artists a different
perspective on their pace and practice. The rare sparseness and isolation of
Colstoun, and supportive yet flexible structure to the residency, offers freedom
from the pressures and realities of the studio and gallery life. The Colstoun Artist
Residency is a no conseguence environment in which to create research, develop
and produce.

During the stay, Resident Artists immerse themselves within our family, home and
community. Artists will have free reign to create and experiment freely. Though
Resident Artists are expected to attempt to create a cohesive body of work during
their stay. Whilst also having access to a flexible level of critical guidance and
support from residency management and beyond helping them through the
exchange of ideas and immersion into a different environment.

Resident Artists. Residents are encouraged to escape into and experience the
surrounding landscape, commune with the family, and share in social time with
the WWOOFER farm volunteers who make up the majority of the social
community at Colstoun House.

Colstoun Artist Residency provides opportunities primarily for landscape painters
and those painters inspired by the natural world. It is our intention to develop
Colstoun into a centre of Landscape art excellence focused primarily on painting
but also containing limited numbers of sculpture. from 2024 Colstoun will be
hosting public exhibitions. Colstoun Artist Residency is about promoting the
highest quality landscape art from Scotland as such we are looking for artists that
have the potential or are currently exhibiting internationally with aspirations for
representation by blue chip galleries.

Accommodation at Colstoun is heavily subsidised from £150 per night
down to £250 per week. This covers food (Monday-Saturday) and board 7
days a week or the length of stay, contribution to internet, water,
electricity (which accounts for a possible subsidy of £6,400 for
accommodation)

Additional materials can be purchased through the venue prior to starting
your residency program.

As part of the residency program a work chosen by the artist should be
donated to the Colstoun Residency Collection which will be going on
public display free for the public once it has reached an adequate volume
costs associated with this work should be factored into the artists budget.
All works produced on residencies part funded by the RSA will be labelled
and promoted as such.

We expect resident artist to be present at Colstoun for at least a month
out of the two month window allocated to them

Where possible we like artists to spend a minimum of a consecutive week
at Colstoun to ensure a prolonged period of work and progress can be
achieved frequently artists spend 7 (4 and 3) weeks with a one week break
in the middle

Artists from the RSA residency program will need to work with the
Colstoun residency team to ensure their desired window is free.

Artists can spend a maximum of 2 months at Colstoun
Artists with permission of the residency team can return for an additional
stay.

Colstoun becomes your home whilst you are in our residency program, as
such your meals, except for weekends, are catered by ‘'mum’ you become
part of our family which can range from actual family (of 6) up to 16in
summer with volunteer workers coming from all around the world.

We have created a community with other artists that have taken partin
the residency program whom you can reach out to.

Critical review can be provided by a number of sources including a
number of external art advisors and gallerists with senior experience at
Pace, Spruth Magers, Timothy Taylor, Victoria Miro as well as director Jack
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Trodd from BWG gallery and Mackie who has worked with over 30
contemporary artists on projects as diverse as developing shows
concepts, through to producing 45,000kg sculpture for exhibition in
England in 2021.you get as little or as much guidance as you like during
your stay from Mackie, Jack, through to our network of gallerists, buyers,
advisors and collectors.

- We hold an annual dinner for resident artists where they bring a
patron/curator/collector to the house and stay sometimes for the
weekend, that they wish to cultivate a relationship with. We curate an
exhibition and talk. It works as an opportunity to build your networks and
those other artists taking part in the program. This is a private event and
generally includes museum curators and gallery directors.

- Artists are welcome to have an open studio whilst staying at Colstoun or
host their own dinners for potential patrons or curators (this must be
arranged in advance)

- Staff available for advice/support/mentoring include gallerists based in
London & New York as well as potential links with other artists in the
Colstoun Collection.

Promotional - Promotion currently runs through BWG gallery and Social Media from
support offered both Colstoun and BWG.

- In 2024 as Colstoun starts to have its own solo shows, residency artists
will benefit from additional promotional activities including mailouts, PR
campaigns and advertising.

- Artists benefit by being shown directly to the network developed by the
residency team at Galleries in the UK, USA and India.

Exhibition or other - Annually there is a Colstoun Artist Residency Exhibition held at Colstoun
opportunities House in The Coach House Gallery.
- We host between 1-2 private experiences for museum
curators/collectors/patrons at Colstoun House
- Residency artists are also given a show in conjunction with BWG in their
London Gallery space.
- Former residency artists have also gone on to be offered full solo shows
with BWG (including Suhayla, Joe Grieve and James Dearlove.
- Artists from the residency programme have also gone on to feature in
group exhibitions at other galleries predominantly in London through the
nomination of the Colstoun Residency team.

Requirements - We prefer to work with mid-career and established artists.

- Artists must produce work that is in response to landscape and nature.

- Artists must be contemporary, original and sufficiently unique to be
considered distinctive.

- Self-starters are a must, the process of entering into an unknown
environment and disconnecting from the outside world is incredibly
challenging for artists, if you are a sociable worker then this residency
might not be for you! Although there is lots of socialising available outside
of the work day

- We require strong focused individuals that are able to work in isolation
with limited direction.

The RSA resident will be supported fully by Cove Park’s Director, Programmes
Producer, and the wider Cove Park team. As with all forthcoming residents, the
RSA artist will receive the Cove Park Handbook in advance of their residency and
information on the facilities, local amenities, tools, and equipment available.
Avrtists are welcome to contact staff in advance of their residency to discuss
specific requirements and to receive support with planning and research. The
RSA resident will be welcome (but not obliged) to take part in informal and
professional events designed to bring the artists on site together with staff and
guests, these can include lunches, dinners, studios discussions, talks, screenings
and public events.

The residency will feature on Cove Park’s website, in our monthly Newsletter, and
on social media. We will work with the artist on the text for these platforms.

Cove Park does not have a dedicated gallery or run a regular programme of
exhibitions. The RSA resident will be invited to join Cove Park’s Associates
programme, which offers residencies and other opportunities for our former
residents. If appropriate, former residents can be invited to take partin our
engagement programme, devising and leading workshops for young people and
adults in our local community (this work is paid at SAU rates)

We do not make studios available to those living off-site.

Cove Park is accessible by public transport. We are 30 minutes by car or public
transport from Helensburgh, our nearest town. It is also possible to come via train
from Glasgow Central to meet a ferry crossing from Gourock to Kilcreggan on the
Rosneath Peninsula (just 10 minutes by bus or taxi to Cove Park).

We have units of accommodation and studios with level access which are suitable
for wheelchair users. Cove Park is on a rural hillside and some areas of the site
feature rough terrain. The spaces are private and quiet. The Jacobs Building is
fully accessible for wheelchair users. It also has baby changing facilities. Support
animals are welcome, but the site does have livestock (sheep and Highland cows)
and therefore dogs must be kept on a. lead.

Accommodation is available at Ardyne, a well-appointed, shared house in the
middle of the village of Cromarty, each room having its own study area, en-suite
facilities and shared kitchen.
